Board Meeting Minutes

Monday May 11th, 2015

The meeting was called to order by President, Jeromy Hicks. 

Time of meeting was 5:30pm at the Gazebo property.

Members Present: Jeromy Hicks, Edd Kruk, Catherine Michaels, Richard Hicks. Guest Randy Neatherlin, Ken Loomis and Jon Michaels. Chris Ladner is excused.

Approve Last Minutes: Approved

Treasurer report:. Bills accepted and paid. Approved

Bills to be paid: All less than five hundred dollars each.  9 payments were made. All approved. One bill (PUD3) post dated for the 25th. Transfer to savings $13,000.

A check rec’d by a homeowner to be paid for on Oct 31st. We do not hold checks. Check will be mailed back.

RHOA is looking to pay up to 5 years in advance for the web site. Web master is checking the price points.

Water Report: Randy spoke to us about a proposal of fees on the hook up for the sewer system. Randy gave us a spreadsheet about all the fees and dollar amounts that will be due for the sewer system that was built. 

Randy will be sending Jeromy a PDF file for the spreadsheet so we can post it on the web site.

Water: We need to look at putting out about a dozen meters to see how hard is to install them and seeing how much it will cost. We have no idea, and we can’t expect one of the homeowners to pay 

x amount, and the other homeowner to pay the same. 

We still need to figure out how much it will be to hook up the meters. 

The board needs to figure out how much they will pay to offset the installation of the meters. 

Edd says the plan is in place for installation. 

They will do a street/section at a time. You can do about 3 houses at a time/per day.

Ken says that the price has doubled for the meters. They were $33 each and now they are about $200.

Old issues:  

Green belt issues with neighbors. Branches have been cut from bushes/trees that are in the green belt. 

We ask that homeowner if a fence is built that it be at least 2 feet so that it can be maintained from both sides.

Edd is to initiate a letter to homeowner.

New Issues:
Trash service has been issued and will be picked up every week at the gazebo property. Approx $20 a week and they will walk in to pick up.

Add to budget and have service all year. Motion moved… Approved

Porta potta is installed at the Gazebo property.

RHOA asked that the grass be done/mowed at the water tower. Richard Hicks volunteered. 

Lights at the gazebo need to be ordered. Jeromy will re-wire, and  hire someone to get it finished.

A motion to adjourn was passed. all in favor. Next meeting to be at the Gazebo Property at 5:30pm on the 8th of June.
